Disney Make-Believe dancers are required to attend the Dress Rehearsal on
Saturday June 9™ at the Cedarbrae Community Hall located immediately across the
street from the studio.

Disney dancers should arrive at 4:00 and may leave at 4:30. Please note that the rehearsal
is closed for viewing, but that we encourage you to stay at the Community Hall while
your child rehearses.

Dancers should NOT wear their costume(s) or make-up for the Dress Rehearsal as we
have already viewed them during photo day. Disney dancers will receive their bodysuit,
hairpiece, wings and skirt for their recital costume the last week of April. A detailed
outline of the required costume, hair and make-up will be included in with your child’s
costume.

During_intermission at the June 14™ recital the volunteers will escort the Disney dancers
on to the stage and will wait until ALL Disney dancers are picked up by a parent.

Dancers and ONE parent/guardian are to enter
through the STAGE DOOR entrance — clearly marked on 9™ Avenue — where they
will be greeted and guided to the location of their dressing room. Parents will then
leave their child with the designated parent volunteers who will stay with the dancers for
the remainder of the show. ALL other guests should enter through the main doors and
follow the signs to the Jack Singer Theatre.

The doors to the theatre will be open at 6:40 and the show starts at 7:00pm SHARP! The
recital will run from approximately 7:00 — 9:00 p.m. We decided a 7:00 p.m. start would
be most convenient for parking and traffic.
